April is National Safe Digging Month, a time dedicated to raising awareness about
the importance of contacting MISS DIG 811 before digging. Every year, underground
utilities are damaged because people begin digging projects without first requesting
a utility locate.

Contacting MISS DIG 811 helps protect underground infrastructure, prevents service
interruptions, and keeps communities safe.

2- Generic Safe Digging Post (Shovel)

Digging projects may seem simple, but underground utilities could
be just below the surface. Before you start digging, contact MISS
DIG 811. Planning ahead helps prevent injuries, costly repairs, and
service interruptions.

3- Generic Tree Planting (Father/Daughter)

Spring is the perfect time for outdoor projects like planting trees
and landscaping. Before you dig, make sure to contact MISS DIG
811 so underground utilities can be safely marked. A quick request
helps keep your family, neighbors, and community safe.

Planning ahead helps prevent damage and keeps communities
safe.

7- Don't Ruin a Beautiful Day (Father/Son)

A beautiful day is perfect for outdoor projects- but digging without
calling first can quickly lead to problems. Before planting, installing,
or digging, remember to contact MISS DIG 811. Protect your project
and your day.

8- Utility Service Interruption Statistic

Nearly half of homeowners report being affected by a utility service
interruption. Many of these disruptions occur when underground
utilities are accidentally damaged during digging projects. Before
you dig, contact MISS DIG 811.

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9- Contractor Messaging

Contractors and excavators play an important role in protecting
underground infrastructure. Submitting a locate request through
MISS DIG 811 before starting work helps ensure utilities are marked
and crews stay safe. Make the system work for you—plan ahead
and dig safely.

Approximately 2 out of 5 U.S. homeowners plan to dig without
contacting 811 first. Skipping this step can put people and utilities
at risk. Before starting any digging project, contact MISS DIG 811 to
have underground utilities marked.

It might seem
harmless but what's underground matters. April is Safe Digging
Month—make it a habit to dig safe every time.
